The Project Highlights.
o Expansion of the Emergency Department to 25,380 square feet, approximately two and a half times
the size of the present department, to serve up to 42,000 patients.

e New operating rooms that are sized for the demands of the latest surgical procedures and associated
equipment.

o Separate family lounge areas with information available to assist families in tracking patients’ status.
e Expansion of the hospital’s capacity with the addition of two Medical Surgical Nursing Units which
will have 30 private patient rooms and a decentralized nursing station for every 6 private patient

rooms.

o The current nursing units also will transition to offer private patient rooms and an
environment of family-centered care, with space to expand in the future.

e A facility completely furnished with medical equipment and devices that enable a transition to a fully
electronic patient medical record by 2007.

e A new third floor Intensive Coronary Care Unit added to the existing East tower will provide all
private patient rooms.

e Private family consultation areas, an outside dining area, coffee bar, family-centered lounges and
additional parking are also part of the project.

e Phase I - Construction of 10-bed Coronary Care Unit. Completed in December 2005.
e Phase II — Construction of four-story South Tower. Completion expected in December 2006.
